Your child is learning to play a musical instrument at school as part of a whole
class In2Music project. Tuition is delivered by tutors from Berkshire Music
Trust, the music service that leads the Berkshire Music Education Hub.

In2Music gives children the exciting opportunity to learn through music and
develop new instrumental skills. Learning an instrument is hugely beneficial to
a child’s academic learning too; it has been proven that because it requires
the co-ordination of physical, intellectual and emotional activity, it can bring
improvements to children’s schoolwork overall. Your child should make good
progress in class, engaging in a wide range of musical activities which will be
fun and challenging.

Children who practise regularly achieve a better sound and are therefore
better rewarded and motivated by what they have learned. To encourage this
we are making the instruments available for pupils to take home between
lessons.

Please follow these guidelines for safe storage and
maintenance of your instrument.

e Always put your instrument back in its case when not being
used.

e All the accessories you need will be provided and must be
returned to school with the instrument at the end of the
project.

e Keep away from extreme temperatures (e.g. do not store
next to a radiator or in a conservatory).

e Never attempt to repair or modify the instrument yourself. Any
damage or faults must be reported to the school immediately
who in turn must inform Berkshire Music Trust.

e Always seek advice from your BMT teacher when unsure of
best practice for cleaning/maintaining your instrument.
